MINUTES FOR LBA BOARD MEETING 10/28/06

President A. Beth Reid called the meeting to order at 5:35 PM.  The meeting was held at the Lodge at Barren River State Park, in conjunction with the Barren River Sectional Meet.

Officers/board members present:
Jean Donoho, Joe Dye, Ted Flach, Hannah Davis, Charlene Daniels, Vangie Smith, Kit Overpeck, Susan Cox and A. Beth Reid.

Officers/board members absent:
Gail Slater, Karen Clear, Barbara Moir, Norman Smith, Frank Nelson and Marge Handley.

Attending non-voting:
Bert Washer, representing Tony Lipka.

Minutes:
Jean Donoho reported that she had not recalled that the minutes called for a poll to be taken at the Barren River Sectional to determine whether players preferred the new earlier schedule or the original, later schedule.  She had gone back to the old schedule.

Beth Reid found one discrepancy in the minutes. The minutes stated that the board approved the waiving of fees for juvenile students, when in fact no waiver was necessary.  With these changes noted, Hannah Davis moved that we accept the minutes, Susan Cox seconded the motion and it passed.

President’s Report:
Beth reported that many people had noticed the new chairs in the back room.  Some people liked them and some didn’t, but since the bulk of the committee had been present when the chairs were found, and agreed that they were a good purchase, the sale had been made.  $5,000 has been offered as a donation, with the stipulation that the money be spent in the name of Dot Weiss.  For that reason, chairs for the teaching room had been the planned use of the money.  Since the chairs cost so much less than anticipated, A. Beth wanted to approach the donor to ask that we be authorized to purchase a Duplimate machine.  This device, from Sweden allows hand records to be done for any game.  Susan Cox offered that the Cincinnati Bridge Association had purchased one and considered it a boon to their program.  The donor must approve, and the machine would be dedicated to Dot Weiss. Kit Overpeck made a motion that we try to have the purchase authorized, Vangie Smith seconded and the motion passed.

Since we have new chairs in the back room, we are donating the old red chairs to a suitable organization. We first offered them to St. Vincent de Paul, but were told that many of them had stains and were not acceptable to them.  Campbellsville Bridge, however, is setting up a new site and would welcome them.  We are giving them to them, provided they transport them.

Beth reported that Pat London had agreed to oversee the Louisville/Lexington Regional for 2007, with Vangie Smith and Hannah Davis working as co-chairpersons under her. The goal is to put together a group to run the Nationals in 2011.  We are all appreciative to Pat for agreeing to undertake this for one more year.
Beth advised us that the Treasurer’s books needed to be audited each year.  Beth had asked Frank Nelson to perform the audit and he had agreed.  He will contact Barbara Moir to make the necessary arrangements.

Treasurer’s report:
Since Barbara Moir was not present, her report was filed as is.

Secretary’s report:

Vangie Smith asked that Ted Flach be congratulated for the Ballot Box he had created for the upcoming election. The final vote will be counted on November 28, 2006, prior to the Annual meeting.  Beth will appoint two proctors to do the tally and Vangie Smith will certify the results.

Maintenance report:
Ted Flach reported that under advisement from the Fire Marshall of the danger in having combustible items in the store room, he had moved them to the “handicapped bathroom” known as the cleaning room.

Ted also reported that we were not going to  install locking thermostats but were relying on the directors to tell players to leave the thermostats alone.

Special projects report:
Hannah Davis reported that the directory had been completed and many have been sold.  It has been noted that there are many mistakes, and an amended page will be sent to those with directories, listing corrections and additions.  There was a discussion of providing the directory in an on line form, but the decision was to table the idea for now.

Special games:
Susan Cox reported that the LBA game has been a great success this year with at least fifteen plus tables each game.  She thanked everyone who helped to provide food.

There was a suggestion that an extra player be made available for any special game, in the event that someone showed up needing a partner.  The board felt that at this time we would leave things as they are. Persons wanting to play should contact the director ahead of time.

There had been a concern presented that during the 299er tournament, there was alcohol being consumed.  The concern that perhaps players were drinking and driving when having had more than was safe, prompted a discussion as to whether alcohol should be banned from the bridge center.  It was presented that there were some people who had wine, with no problem.  Jean Donoho moved that alcohol beverages not be allowed and Hannah Davis seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  There will be a sign posted.

New business:
1. It was brought to the board’s attention that on rare occasions the Louisville Bridge Club’s bathroom was used by persons not playing.  The suggestion was made that this not be allowed.  The board felt this was really a non-issue.

2. A suggestion had been made that the Louisville Bridge Club purchase a defibrillator and make CPR a requirement for Directors. The liability was considered a factor in having equipment that persons might not understand, and would have to be maintained.  Given the proximity of the hospitals, the board felt this would not be a good idea. We cannot require Directors to be CPR certified as they are independent contractors.
Having no further business, Kit Overpeck moved that the meeting be adjourned, Charlene Daniels seconded.  The meeting was adjourned at 6:20.
