The board in October had voted to ban alcohol from the Louisville Bridge Center.  After checking with outside counsel, the order was amended to say that alcohol would be banned from any LBA event; however, individual directors could allow alcohol to be used during their game.  They would have to provide the LBA with a waiver of liability.

In 2008, the Warren Buffet Cup will be held in Louisville, in conjunction with the Ryder Cup.  Top bridge players from Europe and the United States will compete against each other.  The LBA will only be asked to help entertain guests.

Barbara Moir presented the annual Profit/Loss statement, which showed that revenue was up 25% from the previous year.  Barbara credited the lessons given under the auspices of the LBA to having helped to increase the number of tables participating. Attendance at lessons has been up 20%.
